The	College	Council	wants	the	world	to	think	that	SAT	is	separated	from	the	banality	of	the	real	world,	a	pure	test	of	reasoning	and	skill.	But,	of	course,	this	is	essentially	impossible	–	hence	the	dozens	of	SAT	preparation	options	out	there	(of	which	we	are	one).	As	an	attempt	at	a	useful	reference	boa	in	the	SAT	ocean,	this	post	is	a	description	of	the
writing	categories	in	which	SAT	Reading	passes	always	fall.	Many	students	are	frustrated	by	the	opacity	of	many	SAT	reading	passes,	torn	as	they	are	from	any	significant	context.	The	SAT	gives	a	small	preface	to	some	of	the	arcane	passages,	but	mostly	throws	us	in	the	students	and	let	them	sink	or	swim.	The	best	way	to	prepare	for	reading	the	SAT
is	to	do	some	realistic	practical	tests,	but	this	might	seem	a	daunting	first	step.	This	article	provides	a	good	starting	point	to	give	examples	of	passing	types.	We	hope	some	students	find	it	useful;	transition	from	school	to	university	is	a	stressful	period,	and	we	are	trying	to	make	it	less	stressful.	So,	without	further	delay,	the	main	types	of	steps	you	will
see	in	the	SAT	Reading	section.	To	give	you	an	idea	of	all	kinds	of	passages,	we	will	include	a	fragment	of	every	kind	that	represents	the	typical	style	of	that	type	of	passage. questions.	The	main	inconvenience	of	this	approach	is	that	it	can	take	a	long	time.	I	advise	you	to	try	this	this	on	a	workout	section	and	see	if	you	can	finish	the	section	in	35	minutes.	If	you	only	need	a	few	more	minutes	to	finish,	this	approach	may	still	work	for	you,	because	you	will	probably	speed	up	with	repeated	practice.	If	you’re	not	comfortable
or	sure	you	can	finish	with	this	approach,	you	may	want	to	use	one	of	the	other	strategies	I’ll	discuss.	Let’s	see	how	the	paragraph-by-paragraph	approach	works	using	a	SAT	Writing	section.	If	you	were	to	use	the	paragraph-by-paragraph	approach	in	this	section,	you	should	read	the	whole	paragraph	up	to	“conversation”	and	then	ask	question	31.
This	approach	would	work	well	here,	as	question	31	requires	an	understanding	of	the	paragraph.	He	will	then	read	the	next	paragraph	before	attempting	to	answer	questions	32	and	33.	On	the	SAT,	you	should	repeat	this	process	for	every	paragraph	of	every	passage.	In	case	you’re	curious,	I’ve	provided	the	answers	to	these	questions.	Answer:	31.	C,
32.	A,	33.	A	Paragraphetzel	(Windell	Oskay/Flickr)	#2:	Answer	how	it	goes	In	this	approach,	you	read	through	the	passage,	and	when	you	get	to	an	underlined	part,	you	read	past	the	end	of	the	sentence.	Then	answer	the	question	before	you	go	any	further.	The	advantages	of	this	strategy	are	its	simplicity	and	speed.	It’s	a	good	strategy	to	try	if	you’re
running	out	of	time	with	the	paragraph-by-paragraph	approach.	The	biggest	drawback	of	this	strategy	is	that	you	may	find	it	difficult	to	answer	questions	about	paragraphs	and	transitions	that	require	a	deeper	understanding	of	the	passage.	Personally,	I	like	to	use	the	answer	as	it	gets	closer,	but	when	I	come	to	a	question	that	requires	reading	more
than	the	passage,	I	keep	reading	until	I	have	enough	information	to	answer	the	question	correctly.	You	can	also	save	questions	that	require	a	more	complete	understanding	of	the	passage	until	the	end,	when	you	have	answered	the	other	questions	and	read	the	entire	passage.	If	you	use	the	answer	as	a	strategy,	be	sure	to	read	through	the	end	of	the
sentences	before	answering	the	questions.	Here’s	how	to	use	this	approach	properly:	If	you	have	used	this	approach,	you	should	read	the	paragraph	up	to	“machines”	before	asking	question	26.	After	completing	question	26,	you	should	read	the	next	sentence	up	to	“presentations.”	Then	you	should	ask	question	27.	Finally,	he	will	read	the	last
sentence	of	the	paragraph	and	then	ask	Question	No.	28.	I	would	like	to	ask	the	Commissioner	28,	it	may	be	necessary	to	refer	to	the	preceding	paragraphs	or	to	the	next	paragraph	in	order	to	eliminate	the	response	options.	However,	for	this	particular	question,	since	you	have	read	the	entire	passage	up	to	this	point,	you	can	answer	that	question
correctly	without	reading	it	further.	This	approach	is	faster,	but	can	lead	to	more	mistakes	if	you	are	not	able	to	recognize	when	you	are	make	more	readings	to	answer	questions	correctly.	Answers:	26.	A,	27.	B,	28.	C	#3:In	the	phrase	phrase	approach,	you	only	read	sentences	that	include	stressed	parts.	This	strategy	has	significant	drawbacks	as	it
will	also	include	the	passage,	and	this	could	rather	rather	difficult	to	respond	to	some	of	the	writing	style	applications	that	require	a	more	in-depth	understanding	of	the	passage.	I	don't	recommend	using	this	approach	if	you're	shooting	for	a	650	or	higher	reading	and	writing.	However,	if	you	are	short	of	time	using	other	approaches	or	you're
distracting	them	from	irrelevant	details,	this	could	be	a	good	approach	to	you.	Make	sure	you	only	read	the	whole	sentence.	We	give	a	look	at	this	practical	approach:	read	the	first	sentence	and	then	ask	questions	34	and	35.	Then	read	the	next	sentence	and	do	36.	Later,	you	can	skip	the	phrase	that	starts	with	Â	«planned»	and	read	the	sentence
containing	37	that	starts	with	Â	«also	strengthens."	Again,	if	you	meet	a	question	that	requires	a	more	in-depth	understanding	of	the	passage,	you	can	skip	the	sentence	and	return	it	later,	or	you	can	read	more	than	the	passage	until	you	know	enough	to	answer	the	question.	If	you	are	using	this	strategy,	follow	this	approach	for	each	question	in	every
step.	Answers:	Ã,	34.	D,	35.	A,	36.	D,	37.	A	#	4:	step	before	the	last	approach	is	to	browse	the	entire	passage,	and	then	go	back	using	phrase	phrase	To	answer	questions.	This	strategy	is	the	most	complete,	and	can	be	useful	if	you	find	yourself	having	problems	with	the	organization	or	questions	about	the	general	image.	However,	this	approach	can
take	too	long	and	cause	problems	of	how	much	it	is	worth	it.	If	you	are	a	fast	reader	and	you	have	more	difficulty	with	the	organization	and	content-based	applications,	this	approach	can	be	useful.	If	you	have	difficulty	with	time	or	feel	more	at	ease	to	answer	questions	while	reading	the	passage,	then	this	is	not	the	ideal	approach	for	you.
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
