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Theres one simple trick Ive used in almost every closet Ive ever organizedwhether for celebrities, creatives, or busy momsand its this: color coordination.Its a visual game-changer that instantly elevates your space, makes getting dressed easier, and (bonus!) looks beautiful. Whether your wardrobe is tiny or expansive, color-coding can help you
streamline, simplify, and stylize. The Classic MethodStart by grouping your clothes by categorytops, pants, jackets, dressesand then within each category, arrange them by color. The simplest color-coding method is to follow the rainbow:White Beige Pink Red Orange Yellow Green Blue Indigo Violet Gray BlackThis method adds flow and function,
allowing you to find what you need at a glance.The point here is to use this framework as a baseline and a guide, but give yourself the freedom to adjust as you see fit. Sometimes I break the rules based on frequency of use, a gut feeling or even limited space. For example, last week I created a small red section in back of a clients mostly neutral closet
since she only wears it for sporting events and college functions.So go ahead, spend a couple hours and color-code that closet or give it a mini upgrade! I promise you itll make getting dressed in the morning more fun, your closet more beautiful, and your routine more efficient. The Amended Method: Color FirstFor some, a color-first approach is even
more intuitive. In this variation, you begin by organizing by color first, then sort within that color by category. For example:All white items together, then grouped as:White tank topsWhite short sleevesWhite long sleevesWhite blousesWhite sweatersThis style works beautifully for visual thinkers and color-loversand its surprisingly effective at
revealing duplicates or gaps in your wardrobe. While books arranged on a shelf or snacks lined up in the pantry in a ROYGBIV pattern look pretty, they dont actually serve a function. Not
to knock the idea of organizing your things in rainbow order, but Ive never once thought about the color of a book spine or snack packaging when Im in the process of looking for one or the other.Read on for more details and tips on organizing your closet by color, from a pro organizer.But when it comes to closet organization, color-coding your
wardrobe does come in handy. Because, if you think about it, you probably consider colors when putting together an outfit. Whether its dressing for a specific event (such as black for a funeral) or matching shoes or accessories to your ensemble, organizing things by color makes finding what you need a more seamless process.If youve already
attempted to get your closet in rainbow order but became frustrated along the way, its probably because its not so, ahem, black and white. Some obstacles pop up particularly when it comes to patterned items. However, Im going to help you get past them with the following tips on the right way to color-code your closet.Here are the three steps to
take to get your closet organized by color.First, separate your clothes and shoesaccording to occasion. Either set aside casual items from dressier ones, or take it a bit further and sort things into subcategories. For example, I have a rod in my closet full of casual tops, but on it I keep together the bodysuits, T-shirts, long-sleeved shirts, and so on. I
then color-code within each of these individual sections. It might seem like overkill, but if I want to wear a bodysuit in a specific color, it takes a mere moment to find. Sorting your things by type first will also make it less overwhelming to color-code, as youre dealing with a smaller volume.Pro tip: While it doesnt necessarily aid in color coding, I highly
suggest investing in an inexpensive set of closet dividers so you can see where each clothing category starts and ends on a rod. If you have relatively small sections like I do, this will assist in making things even easier to find and quicker to put away.After you have your different categories, next decide what color pattern works best for you. Some
people prefer going from light to dark, while others arrange the colors in ROYGBIV order and then tack on neutrals at the end. I dont own a lot of colors so Ill admit this part isnt all that difficult for me. I start with whites and creams, go through the rest of my (very small) rainbow, and then finish with grays and blacks. If you tend to wear darker
clothing more often, consider swapping the order so those items are front and center. Within each color, then organize items from lightest to darkest (or vice versa). For instance, in a blue section, add light blue, then cobalt, then navy.A color that I do wear a lot and that is very tricky to color-code is pink. Because it doesnt fall on the rainbow
spectrum, Ive had to play around with its placement especially for clients who also own a lot of reds and purples. If youre struggling with this, I suggest adding peachy-hued pinks between red and orange clothes and rosier pinks before or after purple items. Browns can also be confusing, so consider adding darker tones near blacks and lighter tans
near whites.When it comes to shoes, I wouldnt get too fussy unless you have a huge collection. Stick with storing light-colored pairs and dark-colored pairs together on shelves or racks within their categories (i.e., heels, sneakers, and so on).This is really where I see people get tripped up when it comes to color coding. What if you have a top that is
made of equally sized black and white stripes? Or theres a half dozen different shades on a floral dress? This is where youre going to have to make a choice. If there is clearly a dominant color, place it in that section. If you think you would look for it when you want to wear a specific color (say, green), add it to the that colors section. If you own a
plethora of prints and patterns that you cant be bothered to separate, consider creating a section in your closet solely for those items. Then you only need to worry about keeping your solids color-coded.Another pro tip I have is to figure out a dominant color in your patterned clothing: Hold the item on a hanger away from you at arms length and
squint your eyes. One color should pop out more so than the other(s), and that will let you know exactly where to store it.Filed in:Restructuring your wardrobe and organizing it in a new way can be so fun, contrary to the popular belief. There are a few ways to do it and thats what makes it especially interesting. Lets see what are those ways so you can
choose which one seems most interesting and practical for you.Organizing Clothes In ROYGBIV PatternROYGBIV stands for colors of the rainbow red, orange, yellow, green, blue, indigo, and violet. This is also the most common method of sorting the clothes in your wardrobe. It is quite simple, so lets go through the steps together.Sort Out Your
ClothesThe first step to properly organizing your clothes is to sort them out first. Make space to put them all at one place, like your bed, for example. Separate them into shirts, sweatshirts, sweaters, cardigans, dresses, skirts, trousers, jeans, and so on.Organizing clothes by color implies that different types of clothes wont be at the same place. They
can, if you have enough wardrobe space, but we will get to that later.In the process of sorting out your clothes, you can see what clothes you use and wear regularly, and which of them are just sitting in your closet for months or even years.Consider donating the latter to a nearby shelter you will help someone and it will be much easier for you to
make enough space for the clothes you actually wear.Divide The Clothes Into Two CategoriesOnce you have sorted out your clothes, you can now divide them into two categories one category is the clothes you put on hangers, and the other is the clothes you fold and put into closet compartments.If you realized that you have too much clothes, you can
always get some separate storageoptionsto make sure that you have enough room for everything you own.Its best if you hang the clothes that need ironing you can wash, iron, and put them in the wardrobe to always be ready for use. If you have enough space in your closet for all the clothes to be on the hangers, thats awesome!Sort By ColorThis is
where the fun starts! Once you have divided your clothes into those you plan to hang and those that you will fold, it is time to sort them by color.Here are the colors that you want to cover red, orange, yellow, green, blue, indigo, violet, and on top of those, white, gray, and black. You will basically have twenty different piles ten colors times two
categories clothes for hangers and clothes for folding.You can also have a separate pile for patterned or colorful clothes; you can either choose that or place them into the color categories according to their predominant color.Put The Clothes Into ClosetWhen you have sorted out the clothes according to their color, its time to place them back in the
closet.Quick reminder if you havent cleaned your closet thoroughly in a long time, now its time to do it! Over time, your closet can become a place for dust and germs, and so can the clothes you wear, which is definitely not good for your skin.Its good to clean a whole closet once in a month or two. Just put some sterilizing liquid in a spray bottle, spray
the area, and dry out with a cloth or some paper towels. Always check if the material your closet is made from is suitable for the cleaning supply you decide to use though.Okay, back to the color-coding! You can now choose in which order you want your clothes to be hung or folded. You can go with the standard rainbow order red, orange, yellow,
green, blue, indigo, and violet, with black and white on the opposite ends.My favorite order is white, pink, red, orange, yellow, green, blue, indigo, gray, violet, and black. It gives your closet that nice, gradient moment. Of course, you are completely free to choose the order of colors you want to see.You can change the order of your clothes a few times
to see which one is the most appealing to you.Now, start putting your clothes on the hangers first. If you have same-colored clothes of different lengths, organize them by length as well either shorter to longer, or vice versa.After hanging the clothes, get to the folding part. There are different ways in which you can fold your clothes, but the best one
depends on the type of closet you have.If you have more shelf space, its better to fold the clothes. However, if you have more drawers, rolling them is probably a better option as it provides more space, and you can see all the clothes at once when you open the drawer.Unless you have one very large shelf, you will probably need to separate the piles of
clothes you divided into different colors. For example, if you have five drawers and five shelves, put five piles of clothes of different colors on shelves, and the other five in the drawers.Enjoy Your ClosetCongratulations! If you did everything explained in the previous steps, your closet is now color-coded. You can now enjoy your clean, fresh, beautiful
wardrobe. If you get bored or tired of it, you can always mix things up and change the order of the colors.Organizing Clothes By Color And TypeNow that you know the basics of color-coding your closet, lets add a few extra steps to it. The previous method implies that you will have clothes organized by color, but different types will get mixed with one
another.If you have a lot of clothes and a lot of closet space, you can organize your clothes both by color and by type.First, separate the clothes into types shirts, sweatshirts, pants, skirts, dresses, sweaters, and so on. Then, divide each of these categories into different colors all red sweatshirts, all green pants, all-black dresses, and so on.Start putting
them into the closet by your preferred color order. When you finish hanging, folding, or rolling one type of clothes proceed to the next one. This method will give your closet an even more colorful look and you will be able to find your clothes much faster.Advantages Of Color-CodingYou may be thinking that color-coding your closet takes too much time
and that you are not even sure why would you want to do it in the first place.This is reasonable thinking, especially if you are a busy person who is already satisfied with the way your closet looks. However, weve compiled a list of reasons that may prove your otherwise.Color-Coding Saves TimeAlthough you will definitely need to set aside a few hours
to organize your clothes by color, it is highly likely that it will actually save you time long-term!When getting ready for your job, to go out, or for a work-out, most people contemplate what to wear, how to combine clothes, what outfit to put together, and similar. A color-coded closet helps with all these problems!When you see all the clothes you have
in one place, it is easier to imagine the outfit you are trying to put together, and you will choose it much faster than when your clothes are scattered.Also, if you are looking for one particular garment and your clothes are organized by color, you are more likely to find it faster.When the clothes are everywhere in no special order, that one garment is

Chances are, you'll have a couple of items
that are not predominantly one color or feature a multi-colored pattern, so set up a designated spot for those pieces within each section, as if they were a color of their own. If you don't want to use the rainbow color-coding method, a good alternative is arranging your clothes from light to dark. This way you get a beautiful ombre effect that's just as
visually appealing as the rainbow. This method is particularly good if you own a lot of neutral clothing that will fall into large sections of white, gray, or black. One, you could place it with the color category that is most dominant in that article of clothing. Or two, if you have a lot of clothes that are very colorful or patterned (like rainbow
colored clothing), you could create a whole category just for your patterned clothing and still arrange them by most dominant colors. But regardless of how you prefer to hang your shorts, fold your jeans, and display your shoes, do so with color in mind. To learn more, we reached out to a few experts for their best tips
and advice when it comes to organizing your wardrobe. Keep scrolling for 13 expert-approved ways to color coordinate your closet. You want your clothes to be the focus of your closet, not the miss-matching hangers holding them up, which is why certified interior decorator at Inspired Home Interiors, Pattie Kelly tells InStyle the first step to color-
coordinating is to rid your wardrobe of clashing hangers. "Move everything onto a white or beige velvet hanger, and this includes pants that can hang using clips," Kelly says. "Creating a blank canvas like this allows the clothing to take center stage when color coordinating." I realize this tip contradicts the last, but professional organizer Stacey Agin
Murray swears by this method that involves purchasing different colored hangers for different categories of clothing in your wardrobe. "For example, use beige for pants, blue for tops, and pink for dresses, or use beige for work clothes, blue for activewear, and pink for cocktail dresses," Agin Murray says. "Or, for fans of clear crystal hangers, tie a
colored ribbon around the hook of the hanger or place a colored label in a noticeable spot on the hanger." This type of color coordination acts as a kind of labeling system, so you know what type of clothing goes with a specific hanger or ribbon color. Even if you're pro color, The Container Store's former divisional merchandise director, Lauren Hill,
recommends keeping your storage solutions, like bins and baskets, neutral as adding more color and dark hues to your space can make it feel more enclosed. Getty If you don't have a specific system in place for how you organize your clothes, arranging them to mimic the colors of a rainbow is a great start, master organizer Jill Viglione, CPO certified,
National Organization of Productivity & Organizing Professionals, tells InStyle. "Sort clothing from left to right starting with the basics: white, cream, yellow, orange, red, purple, blue, green, patterned clothes, brown, gray then black. The result is a closet that looks like a rainbow," she says. If rainbow doesn't resonate with your style, certified
KonMari consultant and founder of Room to Thrive Home Organizing, Diana Horn, suggests giving the dark-to-light method a go. Instead of organizing your clothes like a rainbow, hang your clothes with the darkest colors on the left and the lightest colors on the right. "Organizing guru Marie Kondo, whose method I'm certified to teach, says the
resulting palette reminds her of the crash of a wave in the sea," Horn tells InStyle. "While you might not need ocean-specific imagery for you to love your new wardrobe, we could all use a light and welcoming vibration, like a breath of fresh air, when we go to our closets." If you're the type of person who likes to categorize their wardrobe by type
(short sleeves, long sleeves, skirts, pants) or style of clothing (formal vs. informal), certified professional organizer Amy Trager suggests color coordinating within each category. "Follow the general rainbow of ROYGBIV (red, orange, yellow, green, blue, violet), adding in brown, white, gray, and black, too," Trager says. "Hang from one side of your
closet rod to the other. When you get to the next section of clothes, start the rainbow over. This will also give you a quick visual clue of where to look for each kind of clothing." Getty Professional organizer Susan Santoro of the blog Organized 31 wants to clarify that color coordinating your wardrobe doesn't necessarily mean you have to follow
ROYGBIV to a T. "You don't have to use a particular color coding system, you decide which system works best for you," she advises. For example, while many people get stuck figuring out where to place items that are white, brown, grey, black, and patterned, Santoro came up with her system: white before red; brown, gray, and black, in that order,
after violet. "It works well to decide what color you see as dominant in a patterned clothing item and then place it with the items of that color," she says. "When organizing by color, you still want to take into account your outfit selection habits," Melanie Berliet, general manager of The Spruce tells InStyle. For example, if you gravitate toward a lot of
black clothing, make sure your selection of black garments is easily reachable, she says. If you, like me, rotate which clothes hang in your closet by season, Agin Murray recommends using colored bins to separate them. For example, a white bin can be for winter and be used to store extra winter gloves and thick wool socks, while a blue bin might
hold items for summer. "Using color to group 'like with like' gives us the visual cue we need to do a quick scan of what we own and locate it quickly," Agin Murray says. This especially comes in handy when you're digging through your shoe collection. So group black flats with black flats, tan sandals with other tan sandals, and so on. Doing this will
also allow you to notice how many shoes of a certain color you own, and what you're missing in your collection, and helps you spot pairs that need to be replaced. Everyone has certain colors they feel they look best in. These, Campbell says, are your "power colors" hues you feel most confident in when you wear them and they should be the highlight
of your wardrobe. "Lead with a power color to 'theme' your closet and then choose those outfits that make you feel incredible towards the front especially if you don't have different shelving units in your closet or lack space," Campbell instructs. "Alternatively, if you don't have a particular power color, you consistently know what clothes you feel great
in, so organize those first in your closet. Color coordinate those power outfits from lighter colors to bolder colors for easy styling." Getty Similar to Agin Murray's colorful hanger and ribbons tactic, fashion and lifestyle expert Alyson Campbell also recommends colorful sorting labels that you can use to personalize and easily mark off key sections of
your closet. "I recommend utilizing a Sharpie marker that you can opt to color in on your tabs for additional easy visual cues," Campbell tells us. "For example, designate a color per season and then color coordinate your closet tabs to match!" You might be wondering where patterns fit into a monochromatic color scheme. According to Marty Basher,
an organization expert with Modular Closets, there are two steps. The first is to organize by color, and the second is to add a patterned category to that organization. "Most people tend to gravitate to certain colors when buying clothes," Basher says. As a result, the majority of one's clothes might be in just three to five colors, making patterns easy to
file in among them, they add. Once you separate the patterns from the solid colors, you'll be able to quickly spot them in the bunch.
