But with a little bit of practice, you can
make voice modulation and tonality your strongest tools when it comes to communication. When I started out speaking in public, I used to wonder why I wasn’t being effective enough. People were zoning out during my speech. I knew my content well, I had spent a good amount of time researching and writing it, and my language was pretty much on
point as well. It wasn’t until I attended this workshop where the speaker was just killing it on stage! The audience was just waiting for him to say the next sentence. The way he spoke - his pauses, his emphasis on certain words, the way he would modulate his voice and the way his tone reflected the mood of his story. It was then when I realized how
important speech tonality can be. The thing is, when we start out speaking on stage, we tend to talk in one tonal range. We feel comfortable speaking like that and so we stick to it. But when we do that, we sound monotonous and the audience automatically tunes out. The audience thinks they know what you’'re going to say next and so, they stop
listening. Related article: 7 Reasons Why Pausing Makes a Great Speech The volume of your speech plays a key role in the clarity of your
speech and is an easy way to modulate your vocal tones. We need to be loud so that everyone can hear the words being spoken, but at the same time, we must draw the line between being loud and shouting! Being loud and clear is not very difficult. With a little bit of practice, it’s easy to be speaking in a way that ensures everybody can hear you. The
not-so-easy part of speaking is to modulate your voice between loud and soft. Speakers go loud when they want people to listen. But when they want people to really listen, they go soft. Changing your volume to match your content plays a key role in communicating your message more effectively. I've always struggled with pace. I've been told
countless times to slow down when I'm on stage. When I've listened, I've performed well. When I ignore that advice, I usually fumble and mess up. Going slow helps us be calmer and deliver with more clarity. But again, just like it is with volume, speaking slowly is not as important as modulating your pace. Going fast at some points and slowing down
at others is a sure-shot of way keeping your audience engaged with your speech. Voice is a powerful tool to express emotions. Try and reflect your voice with your emotion for greater impact. Here are some easy and quick things you can keep in mind to help elevate your
speech modulation game: While you should drink plenty of water in general, having a few sips right before you go on stage can help you speak more clearly and make it easier for your voice to modulate. Being hydrated also makes it easier for you to modulate your voice as lack of water can make your vocal folds and larynx dry. Slurring is when you
start off a sentence strongly, but your voice fades off towards the end of the sentence. This happens to me a lot! The audience can hear the first few words, but struggle to hear the ending of the sentence. When a speaker keeps the same cadence, tone, pitch and sound, it can feel familiar and comforting, or could lull an audience to sleep. I'm reminded of the use of music in films, and how it evokes emotions, mood, even shifts in the audience's body language or
configuration, in anticipation of the feeling; like danger and fear (think Jaws, the Shining, Psycho), or nostalgia (Any teen film, Baby Driver, The Big Chill), or melancholy romantic (Titanic theme song), or triumph (Star Wars). The brain actually keys up our focus
during silences. It's why jump scares are so effective. However, lingering silence sparks agitation. 2. Do not deflate the tension with unnecessary words that signal an "introductory tune-out". No one reads the preface of a book and few read the intro. When you are introduced by someone and the clapping and anticipation begins, the worst thing to do
is say, "Thank you. Its nice to be here." Instead, pause again after the applause and launch into the meat of the talk, pausing again between points. 5 Pauses are one big differentiator between good and great speakers. Learn to read when your audience needs time to process, and give them the time they need. 2 I recently attended an international
conference, where one phenomenal keynote speaker merged his various cultures with the country we were in. He then moved to his
next topic, which required a different tone. His pause was the break "needed" to shift OUR energy as well. 1 SEO Marketer | Marketing Consultation | Content & Blog Expert Pauses
cause emphasis on what was last said so the audience can have more time to interpret & this often creates a deeper connection between speaker & audience. Pauses allow both the speaker and the audience to catch their breath: think, ponder and refocus after a minute of break. Also gives a certain pace to the speech and allow modulation and bring
changes tot he next part. A pause can also let people process a difficult piece and emotion. For a speaker it is the most difficult thing to do is to pause.. it might help with anxiety or create more anxiety. Be careful trying to be overly strategic. What you need to do is allow yourself to be conversational. Unless you are trained as an actor, trying to be
overly strategic causes as many problems as it solves. 8 I recently recorded my first Audible, and was advised to practice via an app called "Garage Band" to be able to record and hear myself along the way. I highly recommend this (there are other apps to experiment with but this worked well for me). It is very interesting & enlightening to hear how
we sound out loud, how static we may sound when we thought we were being somewhat emotive, etc. I later recorded the actual Audible in a professional studio (again I recommend) for the quality, but best of all was having the studio host tell me "more emotion on those last words", or one of his comments, "That brought tears to my eyes, let it sit for
a second before moving on." We truly do not realize how we "sound" until we hear it. 2 This is a space to share examples, stories, or insights that don’t fit into any of the previous sections. What else would you like to add? Zig Ziglar once shared how an 8 word sentence meant 8 different things based on which word you emphasized as you read the
sentence. A great way to prepare/practice/perform your speech, is by editing your presentation. I suggest reading it through the first time and using a bold font for every word you wish emphasize as I speak. Then as you practice, don’t be afraid to adjust which words are emphasized to make it reflect how you wish to say it to best convey your
meaning.
