Meanwhile,	the	Panathenaic	Stadium	in	Athens,	built	for	the	first	modern	Olympic	Games	in
1896,	is	the	only	stadium	in	the	world	constructed	entirely	out	of	marble	and	occupies	the	site	of	a	racecourse	dating	back	to	the	6th	Century	BC.	Explore	Knossos,	a	3,500-year-old	treasure	chest	in	Crete.	A	major	settlement	for	the	Minoan	civilisation,	Knossos	is	associated	with	the	Minotaur	–	the	half-man,	half-bull	monster	who	was	a	pillar	of	Greek
mythology.	It	boasts	the	largest	Bronze	Age	archaeological	site	on	the	island,	so	while	here	don’t	miss	the	labyrinthine	layout	of	the	palace	and	admire	the	place	that	had	one	of	the	earliest	known	plumbing	systems.	From	fanciful	mythological	creatures	to	complex,	intimate	scenes	of	daily	life,	the	murals	at	Knossos	are	a	visual	treat	that	provides
history	and	art	in	equal	measures.	Sample	Greece's	seafood	delights.	Whether	it’s	grilled	octopus,	deep-fried	calamari	or	barbecued	sea	bass,	Greece	has	an	abundance	of	delicious,	fresh	seafood.	Top	locations	for	a	seaside	seafood	feast	include	Akrotiri,	famous	for	its	beautiful	red	cliffs,	and	Amoudi	Bay,	which	has	tavernas	directly	on	the	shore	–
both	destinations	are	on	Santorini.
