It is protected by physical barricades in the form of a massive iron fence and concrete walls. Dozens of Secret Service agents are assigned to the
Presidential residence with enough firepower to take over a small country. An elaborate missile system protects the 1800 square kilometers of restricted air space. But Hollywood always makes it through. In Olympus Has Fallen, a bomber flies in from Chesapeake Bay and proceeds to shoot up downtown Washington D.C. Fighter jets attempt to
intercept the bomber, but they are blown from the sky. An inside job Even with all these grand security measures in place (and the likely dozens of others that the public doesn’t know about), all of these Presidential attack movies require a mole to make things work. Inevitably, it’s a disgruntled member
of the Secret Service. In Olympus Has Fallen, it’s Dylan McDermott as an ex-agent who is in cahoots with the Koreans. In White House Down, it’s James Woods as the retiring agent motivated by his son’s death. In 1996’s Air Force One, it’s Xander Berkeley in collusion with Russian extremists who masterminds the takeover of the Presidential plane.
You’d think the government would keep a better handle on their agents. Spoiler alert: they do. The requirements to become a Secret Service agent are rigorous, with it being arguably easier to be accepted into Harvard. While the full extent of the selection process is not made public, thorough background checks and personality testing is done. On a
monthly basis, agents are tested in marksmanship to assure they can hit a target at 1000 yards. It’s reasonable to assume personality testing and psychological evaluations are also ongoing. In fact, one of the few constants in Washington is the thorough job of the Secret Service. Every President since Richard Nixon has had documented assassination
attempts, with many more not publicly disclosed. While some agents have come under fire for sextracurricular activities while they’re not on duty, there are no conspiracies between these agents and Korean extremists, anti-government militias, or Russian terrorists. In fact, they’ve actually done a bang-up job protecting the Commander in Chief for
the past 50 years. But nothing’s perfect While it’s a safe bet that the White House is going to remain secure for decades, there have been some (often humorously) isolated occurrences of White House infiltration. Probably the most famous example is that of Robert Latta, a 45-year-old Denver meter-reader who wandered into the residence of the
White House on January 20, 1985. Gaining entry by casually following members of a Marine band, Latta spent about 14 minutes poking around the residence before he was discovered by Secret Service and arrested. Another recent incident involved Michaele and Tareq Salahi in a stunt for Real Housewives of Washington D.C. On November 24, 2009,
the Salahis were able to talk their way into a state dinner at the White House, where they were personally greeted by President Barack Obama. While nothing dangerous came from the incident, the Salahis were investigated by the Secret Service as well as various journalistic outlets. The result was ultimately uneventful, resulting in embarrassment
to security, a tightening of procedures, and egg on the face of the Salahis. Of course, neither Robert Latta nor the Salahis were terrorists, and their White House infiltration was limited to one or two people at a time. On June 28, Roland Emmerich's excellent "White House
Down" was released in theaters, and it starred Channing Tatum as the beleaguered agent, and Jamie Foxx as the president. The bad guy terrorist was played by Jason Clarke. "White House Down" also starred Maggie Gyllenhaal, Joey King, and Richard Jenkins. It was, for my money, one of the best films of 2013. A broader audience, however, better
remembers Antoine Fuqua's "Olympus Has Fallen," which beat "White House Down" to theaters by about three months. "Olympus Has Fallen" starred Gerard Butler as the beleaguered agent and Aaron Eckhart as the President. The bad guy terrorist was played by Rick Yune. The cast of "Olympus" contained more uncut starpower than "White House,"
as Morgan Freeman, Ashley Judd, Angela Bassett, Robert Forster, Melissa Leo, Dylan McDermott, and Radha Mitchell all appeared. "White House Down" made over $200 million compared to the $170 million made by "Olympus," but the former cost $150 million to make, while the latter was put together for a relatively modest $70 million. "Olympus"
was the bigger hit. It was such a hit that it spawned two sequels, all starring Butler as Mike Banning, a gravel-voiced supra-American, ready to murder thousands of people for the sake of his country. Because it would be implausible for terrorists to invade the White House multiple times, the setting for each "Has Fallen" sequel changed. At the end of
2024, a new "Has Fallen" TV series debuted on Hulu, but the show doesn't connect to the three Mike Banning films in any meaningful way. The three films in the "Has Fallen" series were released in the following order. The three "Has Fallen" movies were released thus: Antoine Fuqua's "Olympus Has Fallen" (2013) Babak Najafi's "London Has
Fallen" (2016) Ric Roman Waugh's "Angel Has Fallen" (2019) "Paris Has Fallen" (2024) (TV Series) The "Olympus" of the first film is, as the film explains, codespeak for the White House. When the White House was taken over, CIA spooks got to bark into their radios that Olympus had fallen. The terrorists in that film were from North Korea. The bulk
of the film was shot in Shreveport, Louisiana, and all the shots of the White House were achieved with unconvincing CGI. In the sequel, the president is attending a G7 summit in London when (sigh) Islamic terrorists attack, trying to assassinate multiple world leaders at the same time. Mike Banning and the president flee into the streets of London,
unsure of where they might hide. "London" is far more violent, and Mike Banning seems to have become far more unhinged and jingoistic. The tone settles somewhat for "Angel Has Fallen." In that film, Morgan Freeman plays the president (he was Speaker of the House and the Vice President before), and he is attacked and left in a coma right at the
start. Mike Banning learns that the attackers are, this time, American mercenaries. Banning is framed for the attack, and he spends the bulk of "Angel" on the lam. Tim Blake Nelson, Jada Pinkett Smith, Lance Reddick, Piper Perabo, Nick Nolte, and Danny Huston all appear. "Paris Has Fallen" isn't about Banning at all, but a new character named
Vincent Taleb played by Tewfik Jallab. The bad guy is played by Sean Harris, and Vincent has to protect a French politician. The series is partly in English and partly in French. It's said to take place in the "Has Fallen" universe, but there are no explicit references to the movies. As of this writing, the series was renewed for a second season, so time
will tell if Mike Banning will make an appearance. Nonetheless, Banning’s story
is central to all movies, and you can see the evolution of the character slowly progressing. The best way to watch the movies is in release date order. The chronology of the events isn’t as complicated as some franchises with plenty of prequels and sequels. The events build upon the events that took part in the previous movies forming a single timeline.
The first movie introduces a disgraced secret service agent, Banning who in his past failed to save First Lady Margaret Asher. He finds himself inside the besieged White House during the assault. As chaos unfolds, Banning takes it upon himself to rescue the President and save the day restoring some of his reputation. The second installment to the
series dropped in 2016 and was directed by Babak Najafi and distributed by Focus Features. However, the event becomes a target for a massive terrorist attack. The world leaders attending the funeral are systematically killed, and chaos ensues
throughout the city. Banning once again finds himself at the center of the crisis. The third movie in the series was released in 2019 and was directed by Ric Roman Waugh and distributed by Lionsgate. Banning faces a new set of challenges when he is framed for an assassination attempt on the President of the United States. After a drone attack
targets the President, Banning is wrongfully accused and must go on the run to clear his name. All three movies from the ‘Has Fallen’ franchise can be streamed on Amazon Prime Video or Netflix, the movies can also be purchased on Apple TV. In November 2020, the fourth film in the Has Fallen series, titled ‘Night Has Fallen,” was approved for
production with Gerard Butler reprising his role as Mike Banning and serving as a producer. Following his lawsuit resolution against the studio in October 2023, production is set to begin after the conclusion of ongoing actors’ strikes. The film is
an earnest, hopeful, action-adventure, centered by four brothers coming of age while battling Shredder and his nefarious Foot Clan (no, they’'re not a club for funky pediatrists, but a straight rip-off/homage to Frank Miller’s Daredevil ninjas known as The Hand). The concept was born out of a laugh, but when the giggles faded, a titanic franchise stood,
and while many movies and cartoons have followed in its gargantuan wake, none can compare to the 1990 original. How can such a movie work so well? How did the proposal make it past the first door slam? A couple of buddies were joking about a roadside turtle strong enough to kick a bus into a tailspin. The image tickled their fancy, and days
later, one buddy mutated the turtle into a ninja via a pen and ink sketch. The other friend took a stab with his own design. The friends, Peter Laird and Kevin Eastman loved each others’ dumb jokes a little too much, taking these scribbles to heart and forcing them into a forty-page comic book with a print run of three thousand in 1984. The comic was
an instant success; four years later, it was already selling for two-hundred dollars, and today you can find copies floating on eBay for nearly $80,000. From the comic, came the cartoon, the toys, and the inevitable film. Teenage Mutant Ninja Turtles received mostly ridicule from the suits who guarded the money, but for those that saw the potential
behind the funky title, a mountain of cash awaited. Gary Propper, who was the road manager for the comedian Gallagher, got his hands on the comic book and sensed the cinematic possibilities of the title. Propper took the idea to producer Kim Dawson, and he brought on Bobby Herbeck to concoct a story. Together, they approached Golden Harvest,
the studio behind most of Bruce Lee and Jackie Chan’s films. What began as a six million dollar venture quickly escalated into a thirteen and a half million dollar risk. Director Steve Barron made his bones shooting music videos, and he’s responsible for several iconic early works of the medium, including A-ha’s “Take on Me” and Michael Jackson’s
“Billie Jean.” Previously, he shot the pilot episode for Jim Henson‘s The Storyteller, which encouraged the master puppeteer to lend his expertise toward the film’s crucial animatronic artistry despite his objections to the violent nature of the screenplay. Barron needed a cinematographer who understood how to shoot foam rubber suits as if they were
skin, so he hired his Storyteller DP John Fenner (who also went on to shoot The Muppet Christmas Carol and The Borrowers). Both Barron and Fenner were not interested in making a cartoon; they were looking to replicate the dark, black and white, outlaw feel from Eastman and Laird’s comics. As such, Barron also threw out the initial screenplay
approved by Golden Harvest and hired Todd W. Langen to reintegrate as much of the book’s plot points as possible. All movies are a team effort, but when you dig deeper down the line of Teenage Mutant Ninja Turtles, you discover a bevy of notable creatives. While the majority of the film was shot on sets in North Carolina, production designer Roy
Forge Smith (Jabberwock, Bill & Ted’s Excellent Adventure) and Art Director Gary Wissner (Wyatt Earp, Seven) busted their humps to bring New York City to the forefront, constructing massive sewer sets, warehouses, and rooftop battles on the Carolco backlot. Two years before she first partnered with Quentin Tarantino on Reservoir Dogs, editor
Sally Menke cut her teeth on Turtles. Golden Harvest was ultimately unsatisfied with her work on the film and fired her, bringing on James R. Symons (Rambo III, Tank Girl) and William D. Grodean (The Cannonball Run, Beethoven) to finish. When the film finally landed in theaters on March 30, 1990, audiences, already primed on the cartoons and
action figures, went mad for the adaptation, shelling out $200 million by the end of its box office run. However, Teenage Mutant Ninja Turtles is not some kiddie cash-in (the sequels can claim that crown). The film is made by artists who deeply respected the source material and worked tirelessly to bring you an authentic experience starring a quartet
of immature, martial arts badasses with a penchant for pizza. Barron loved the weirdos splattered on Eastman and Laird’s pages, and he wanted you to love them too. The work committed by The Jim Henson Company is simply stunning and puts the bulky CGI brutes of the most recent adaptation to horrendous shame. These turtles not only come alive
through their suits, but the magic and philosophy fostered by Henson through his puppeteers, as well as the other actors who surround them. Martin, but his series is held in high regard alongside fantasy’s greatest. If this is your first read-through, we’re here to help with the best Malazan Book of
the Fallen reading order. There are actually two ways to read the Malazan Book of the Fallen series. There are also two authors that contributed to this epic franchise, but Steven Erikson is the man who started it
all. The core theme of the series is on Convergence as power draws more power to itself. Malazan features multiple POVs that, at first, seem disconnected, but eventually intersect
with the most satisfying of results. For the impending struggle between these two peoples is but a pale reflection of a far more profound, primal battle-a confrontation with the still-raw wound of an old betrayal and the craving for revenge at its seething heart. The Seven Cities Rebellion has been crushed. Sha’ik is dead. One last rebel force remains, holed up in the city of Y’Ghatan and
under the fanatical command of Leoman of the Flails. The prospect of laying siege to this ancient fortress makes the battle-weary Malaz 14th Army uneasy. For it was here that the Empire’s greatest champion Dassem Ultor was slain and a tide of Malazan blood spilled. A place of foreboding, its smell is of death. But elsewhere, agents of a far greater
conflict have made their opening moves. The Crippled God has been granted a place in the pantheon, a schism threatens and sides must be chosen. Whatever each god decides, the ground-rules have changed, irrevocably, terrifyingly and the first blood spilled will be in the mortal world. A world in which a host of characters, familiar and new,
including Heboric Ghost Hands, the possessed Apsalar, Cutter, once a thief now a killer, the warrior Karsa Orlong and the two ancient wanderers Icarium and Mappo-each searching for such a fate as they might fashion with their own hands, guided by their own will. If only the gods would leave them alone. But now that knives have been unsheathed,



the gods are disinclined to be kind. There shall be war, war in the heavens. And, the prize? Nothing less than existence itself... All is not well in the Letherii Empire. Rhulad Sengar, the Emperor of a Thousand Deaths, spirals into madness, surrounded by sycophants and agents of his Machiavellian chancellor. Meanwhile, the Letherii secret police
conduct a campaign of terror against their own people. The Errant, once a farseeing god, is suddenly blind to the future. Conspiracies seethe throughout the palace, as the empire - driven by the corrupt and self-interested - edges ever-closer to all-out war with the neighboring kingdoms. The great Edur fleet-its warriors selected from countless
numbers of people-draws closer. Amongst the warriors are Karsa Orlong and Icarium Lifestealer-each destined to cross blades with the emperor himself. That yet more blood is to be spilled is inevitable... Against this backdrop, a band of fugitives seek a way out of the empire, but one of them, Fear Sengar, must find the soul of Scabandari Bloodeye.
It is his hope that the soul might help halt the Tiste Edur, and so save his brother, the emperor. Yet, traveling with them is Scabandari’s most ancient foe: Silchas Ruin, brother of Anomander Rake. And his motives are anything but certain - for the wounds he carries on his back, made by the blades of Scabandari, are still fresh. Fate decrees that there
is to be a reckoning, for such bloodshed cannot go unanswered-and it will be a reckoning on an unimaginable scale. This is a brutal, harrowing novel of war, intrigue and dark, uncontrollable magic; this is epic fantasy at its most imaginative, storytelling at its most thrilling. In Darujhistan, the city of blue fire, it is said that love and death shall arrive
dancing. It is summer and the heat is oppressive, but for the small round man in the faded red waistcoat, discomfiture is not just because of the sun. All is not well. Dire portents plague his nights and haunt the city streets like fiends of shadow. Assassins skulk in alleyways, but the quarry has turned and the hunters become the hunted. Hidden hands
pluck the strings of tyranny like a fell chorus. While the bards sing their tragic tales, somewhere in the distance can be heard the baying of Hounds...And in the distant city of Black Coral, where rules Anomander Rake, Son of Darkness, ancient crimes awaken, intent on revenge. It seems Love and Death are indeed about to arrive...hand in hand,
dancing. In war everyone loses. This brutal truth can be seen in the eyes of every soldier in every world... In Letherii, the exiled Malazan army commanded by Adjunct Tavore begins its march into the eastern Wastelands, to fight for an unknown cause against an enemy it has never seen. And in these same Wastelands, others gather to confront their
destinies. The warlike Barghast, thwarted in their vengeance against the Tiste Edur, seek new enemies beyond the border and Onos Toolan, once immortal T’lan Imass now mortal commander of the White Face clan, faces insurrection. To the south, the Perish Grey Helms parlay passage through the treacherous kingdom of Bolkando. Their intention is
to rendezvous with the Bonehunters but their vow of allegiance to the Malazans will be sorely tested. And ancient enclaves of an Elder Race are in search of salvation—not among their own kind, but among humans—as an old enemy draws ever closer to the last surviving bastion of the K’Chain Che’Malle. So this last great army of the Malazan Empire
is resolved to make one final defiant, heroic stand in the name of redemption. But can deeds be heroic when there is no one to witness them? And can that which is not witnessed forever change the world? Destinies are rarely simple, truths never clear but one certainty is that time is on no one’s side. For the Deck of Dragons has been read, unleashing
a dread power that none can comprehend... Savaged by the K’Chain Nah’Ruk, the Bonehunters march for Kolanse, where waits an unknown fate. Tormented by questions, the army totters on the edge of mutiny, but Adjunct Tavore will not relent. One final act remains, if it is in her power, if she can hold her army together, if the shaky allegiances she

has forged can survive all that is to come. A woman with no gifts of magic, deemed plain, unprepossessing, displaying nothing to instill loyalty or confidence, Tavore Paran of House Paran means to challenge the gods - if her own troops don’t kill her first.Awaiting Tavore and her allies are the Forkrul Assail, the final arbiters of humanity. Drawing
upon an alien power terrible in its magnitude, they seek to cleanse the world, to annihilate every human, every civilization, in order to begin anew.
