Apple is allowing emulators on
the App Store. Here's what's arrived, and what's on the way to play your favorite retro games on your iPhone, updated on June 10. The early April changes to the App Store Review Guidelines reversed a rule that practically banned emulators from the App Store. After the rule was removed, it was expected that there would be a sudden rush of
emulators being submitted to Apple for inclusion in the digital storefront. Emulators for the iPhone have existed for a while, but outside of the App Store as a side-loadable app. With Apple's changes, some of the projects are making the transition, and potentially gaining more traction from a larger user base in the process. We've already seen the likes
of Delta transition over, but there are a lot more emulators on the way. With more emulators, there are more potential options for users to emulate older consoles. Here's what stands a chance of being included in the App Store for retro gamers to enjoy soon. This post is current as of June 10, 2025.DeltaDelta was one of the first emulators to make it
to the App Store. As a Nintendo-centric emulator, it offered support for many game consoles from the company. Subscribe to Applelnsider on YouTubeSubscribe to Applelnsider on YouTubeThe list included the GameBoy Advance, GameBoy Color, Nintendo DS, NES, Super NES, and Nintendo 64. However, there are two elements that are still on the
way. A long-promised major update to Delta on July 11 2024 on the Alt Store brings with it a slew of iPad-based updates, including native iPad support. Previously, you could use the iOS app on iPad as a zoomed-in app. Skins are being redesigned so that users can have a more comfortable time playing with touch controls on the larger display. Full-
screen game support is also included on iPad, along with support for multiple windows, Stage Manager and Split View, and Handoff. The update also introduced other changes, including better Nintendo DS game compatibility, GBA dual-slot, gestures for common actions, and a variety of app icons.The first submission of the update was rejected by
Apple. Sections cited by Apple include problems with in-app purchases, plus Apple's review team's go-to for something they just don't like spam.However, on July 13, 2024, the emulator's 1.6 update with iPad support was given the green light for inclusion in the App Store. On December 17, the 1.6.5s update to Delta used Apple's External Purchase
Link Entitlement to link to its Patreon, instead of using the in-app purchase system. However, to encourage Patreon usage, the price for features in in-app purchases are triple the equivalent in Patreon purchases. The monthly memberships, which offer features like private Discord channel access, costs $3, $5, and $10 on Patreon, but $10, $15, and
$30 using IAP. The 1.7s update on March 31, 2025 adds online multiplayer to the emulator, with online-compatible Nintendo DS games playable, as well as the ability to connect to Nintendo WFC servers. The 1.7.1s update from April 10 adds in online multiplayer for Nintendo DS games, an updated N64 Core, game screenshots, game controller skins,
and a number of fixes. The May 7, 2025 update to version 1.7.2 adds in the ability for users in the U.S. to more easily join the emulator's Patreon and to receive Patreon benefits. This followed changes to the App Store policies prompted by the Epic legal battle. ConsolesConsoles is a multi-platform retro emulator for iPhone, iPad, Mac, and Apple
Vision Pro from Juice Co. The key to this release is that it is being made for multiple platforms, with more changes arriving in the future. The initial launch uses the iPad app on Apple Silicon Macs and Apple Vision Pro, but it will be replaced by a native version once they clear the App Review process. Likewise, while not available at first, a tvOS
version is also undergoing review. The emulator offers onscreen controls for iPhone and iPad, as well as intuitive libraries for games. When it comes to gameplay, Consoles offers the ability to stop playing on one device and to resume it on another. Consoles is priced at $3.99. eNESeNES: NES Emulator Retro Emu to give it the full name, is a
lightweight NES retro emulator by Mattia La Spina. It's especially lightweight, as it's less than 2MB in size. Free in the App Store, it is capable of automatic saving, complete with an auto-loading last save function. It has external support for two controllers, an on-screen controller skin, audio filtering, scanline visualization, and automatic .nes file
opening and importing. . Emu64 XLEmu64 XL is a Commodore 64 emulator by Raffaele Amuso. Based in Vice, the Versatile Commodore Emulator, it includes a variety of programs written in CBM64 Basic, and allows for users to create their own. It is also capable of loading .T64 files and .D64 files as virtual floppy disks. There's also a keyboard with
the same layout as the original machine. Emu64 XL is free in the App Store, supporting iPhone, iPad, Mac, and Apple Vision Pro. FoliumFolium is an emulator that can play games for Nintendo's Game Boy Advance, Nintendo 3DS, and Nintendo DS. Support for the PlayStation 1 and PlayStation 2, as well as the Sega Genesis are currently under
development. Subscribe to Applelnsider on YouTubeSubscribe to Applelnsider on YouTubeln an X post, the developer confirmed that it was tested on TestFlight, and hoped for imminent inclusion on the App Store itself. It made it to the App Store on June 4, 2024, priced at $4.99. In its updates in October and November 2024, Folium added support for
cheats and multiplayer to the Cytrus core, as well as landscape support for Grape and Mango cores, among other changes. Into 2025, the updates included load and save states to GameBoy Advance, Nintendo 3DS, and Nintendo DS cores, as well as a new middleman screen for 3DS games offering information about the game, save states, and cheats.
In 2025, it has been updated regularly with small changes, including PlayStation 1 emulation with the Lychee core, as well as load and save states for the Game Boy Advance, 3DS, and DS cores. GammaGamma is an emulator that arrived on the iOS and iPadOS App Stores on May 11, 2024. It is a free download with no in-app purchases. A single-
console emulator, Gamma can play back games made for the original Sony PlayStation, or PS1. Its features include save states, save synchronization with the cloud, hardware controller support, and controller skins. While Gamma is free, there is an in-app option to remove ads for $4.99. In a series of updates running to July 2024, Gamma has new
controller skins, support for games with analog controls, four-player local multiplayer, and a variety of fixes. Since then, it's added support for L3 and E3 controller buttons, zip file imports, and an optional dithering graphics effect. Updates have continued to follow at a very regular pace, with highlights including RAR and ECM file support, more
languages supported, a new download center for skins and games, and seamless cross-platform gaming with Mac. iDOSThis is a complicated saga. iDOS existed once on the App Store, and was stricken from it. The iDOS emulator is an x86 emulation project, made to play games and run software that uses DOS. In an April 14, 2024 blog post, it is
explained that iDOS was resubmitted for review following the policy change. After some issues with the submission because Apple blacklisted iDOS 2, the submission has been performed under iDOS 3. After an attempt was made to explain the situation, it was rejected again as "Design Spam," due to there being many recent submissions using the
same design. The developer is continuing to fight the rejection and is hopeful that it will proceed eventually. In a June 15, 2024 update, Apple told the developer that iDOS is not a retro console and so the rules won't apply to it. Apple said changes could be made and it could be submitted for re-review. Confusingly, when asked what should be changed
to make it compliant, Apple's rep didn't know and couldn't explain what had to be done. On August 12, 2024, it was confirmed that iDOS 3 had been approved for the App Store. It's a free app requiring iOS or iPadOS 12 or later, an Apple Silicon Mac, or Apple Vision Pro. The app, a front-end for DOSBox, also includes iCloud Drive saving, as well as a
new vector-based keyboard instead of a bitmap version. IgnitedA multi-core emulator, Ignited provides an emulator that improves on the Ul of each of the core emulators.Subscribe to Applelnsider on YouTubeSubscribe to AppleInsider on YouTubelts support is chiefly Nintendo-centric, including the NES, the Super NES, Nintendo 64, Game Boy,
Game Boy Color, Game Boy Advance, and Nintendo DS. It also supports some Sega consoles, including the Genesis, Master System, and Game Gear. Ignited does have a TestFlight build in testing, but only for patrons of the project. As of May 27, it is still not in the App Store. iMSX2iMSX2 is an emulator designed to play classic MSX and MSX2 games
on an iPhone. Published by Enrique Enguix, it can run both games made for the platforms as well as a user's own BASIC programs. The App Store currently lists iMSX2 as priced at $1.99. It requires iOS 15.0 or later, to run on an iPhone, with it also including support for Apple Vision Pro and an Apple Silicon Mac running macOS 12.0 or later. The
emulator has had occasional updates, with the most recent in March adding a new game selection and saving screen. ArcadeMania, MAME4iOSThe mobile counterpart to the well-known MAME emulator, MAME4iOS focuses on arcade gaming, rather than home console games. In a post to Reddit, maintainer Harakari said they have submitted the app
to the App Store for review. However, it failed to make any progress. In Reddit comments, Harakari claims that submissions have been regularly made to the App Store and failed to make any further ground. It appears that the project is running into a problem of binary similarity, which can prevent an emulator from existing if other binaries appear to
match other released products, due to the use of identical core files. There is the prospect of setting up a TestFlight group, but the prospect of managing users seems "a bit too much." There is also the desire to avoid gating off access with donations or Patreon, which again makes TestFlight a hard route to follow. In an update from September 7,
2024, it appeared that MAME4iOS was resubmitted under the name "ArcadeMania," which may be a temporary name. A developer confirmed on Reddit that it is still in review, but with repeated rejections from Apple over claims ROMs could only be run by the owner. In March 2025, the team tried again under the mame4iOS name with an App Store



submission, this time using ROMs specifically created by the team itself, to try and get the emulator accepted by App Store Review. Eventually, the project succeeded in getting through the App Store. ArcadeMania became available to download on April 11 as a free emulator, with it running version 0.269 of MAME as its emulation core.
uoYabauseuoYabuse is a port of the Yaba Sanshiro Sega Saturn Emulator. It has historically been targeted at Android, but it also has iOS builds available. A tweet by the Yaba Sanshiro emulator developer on April 6, 2024 mentions that the emulator was submitted to the App Store for review. On July 9, 2024, a tweet said it was in review. By August 3,
2024, the developer confirmed that Yaba Sanshiro 2 was available in the App Store. It is priced at $4.99. In an October 2024 update, the emulator added support for iOS 18's Game Mode. In February, there were updates to backup save data, Action Replay codes, and sharing options. PPSSPPAs the name suggests, PPSSPP is an emulator specializing
in Sony PlayStation Portable games. It is already available on PC and Android, with an "unofficial" installation guide available to get it working without App Store access. Subscribe to Applelnsider on YouTubeSubscribe to Applelnsider on YouTubeA project blog post from April 6, 2024, discussed Apple's emulator rule changes, but there was confusion
over lines where links "must be provided to all downloadable software." On May 15, 2024, PPSSPP arrived in the App Store. A free download, it requires iOS 12.0 or iPadOS 12.0, or an Apple Vision Pro. In a 1.8 update, PPSSPP is gaining many fixes and improvements for iOS and macOS, including Game Mode. However, while the update is out for
macOS, Android, and Windows, the iOS update is still going through App Store review. On November 26, 2024, an update said that PPSSPP Gold for iOS is "still stuck in review" and unable to be updated. The Gold version is a paid edition of the emulator, but the developer has repeatedly encountered issues updating the Gold version while updates for
the free model go through fine. The developer recommends the use of the free edition, even by those who have paid for the Gold version, until the situation is rectified. As of April 27th, 2025, the PPSSPP Gold situation hasn't changed. ProvenanceAnother multi-emulator frontend, Provenance offers extensive support for a wide variety of game
platforms. The list includes many from Nintendo, including the NES, Famicom Disk System, Game Boy, SNES, Game Boy Color, Virtual Boy, Nintendo 64, Game Boy Advance, and Pokemon mini. There is also support for Sega consoles including the Genesis, Mega-CD, and Saturn, the Sony PlayStation, Bandai WonderSwan, NEC TurboGraphix systems,
and others from Atari, Bandai, and SNK. Provenance EMUThe emulator is already available as a side-load but it is planning to launch onto the App Store soon. On April 19, 2024, the team confirmed that it was working on a release. In a Patreon update on April 23, 2024, the team discussed the use of TestFlight for betas, but also that there was no
"exact ETA" due to needing to stay within the App Store's rules for the review process. The team also planned to remove anything that could trigger a reaction from Nintendo, such as logos and system branding. In a May 28 2024 update, the team discussed the progression of converting C-based cores to Swift, as well as Metal and OpenGL view
controllers. On X, it is explained that the coding for the App Store release is ongoing, but that it's intended to maintain the "same standard" as previously created commercial work, hence the legacy code rewrite. "The release will be delayed longer than I originally hoped," they added. On the official X account, the emulator was still in development
and testing for iOS as of July 27, 2024. Updates on August 14 and 15 that year show that Mac Catalyst builds are working, along with a tvOS version. By November 2024, Provenance had been submitted for App Store review, and rejected. The notes included the removal of some menu items and needing a demo video, with a resubmission expected
soon. The project continued to be rejected for various reasons, with the developer submitting an appeal on December 17 "on the grounds of unfair treatment and bias." They also declared that unless the appeal works out, it may be the end of Provenance development for the moment. "I've officially run out of money, Apple has bankrupted me" they
claimed. After that declaration, the developer had an influx of social support, including from Tim Sweeney of Epic Games, and work continued. After more complaints, from Apple and testing of a new tvOS build, the developer finally got to speak to the Apple Review Board over the phone, with the Patreon links apparently being an issue. On January 6,
2025, Provenance finally made its appearance on the App Store. Available for iPhone and iPad, it's free with in-app purchases for "Provenance Plus." With the main battle to get it in the store over, the attention now turns to bug fixes. The most recent updates were not included in the initially approved build. Updates since then have included iOS 16
support, improved stability, new home screen styling and layouts, and the addition of more RetroArch cores for wider game support. RetroArchA frontend for emulators and game engines, RetroArch handles emulation for a large number of platforms. Both what it can emulate and what it can run on. For iOS and Apple TV, there are already downloads
available to run games via sideloading, but not an App Store-compatible version yet. Developer hizzlekizzle confirmed on Reddit on May 7, 2024 that the emulator has been submitted for App Store Review. However, they had yet to hear back from Apple about it passing at the time. On May 15, 2024, Retroarch appeared on the App Store as a free
emulator. RetromanPublished by Konstantinos Papadakis, Retroman is an 8-bit game emulator for playing NES games. It is a free download from the App Store on iPhone and iPad, with a Pro tier available for $1.99. Including full NES emulation mapper support, it includes support for gamepads, customizable video and audio settings, and iCloud
game save synchronization. SameBoySameBoy by Lior Halphon is an emulator for the Game Boy and Game Boy Color from Nintendo. It claims to be user-friendly and open source, and it's free in the App Store. The emulator description says it uses the "world's most accurate Game Boy emulation core," with it having Rumble support, save states with
gesture support, a wide range of scaling filters, and MFi hardware support. It even emulates a Game Boy Camera when required. ScummVMScummVM from Eugene Sandulenko is a very niche emulator, in that it is intended to play classic point-and-click adventure games. For example, "Day of the Tentacle" or the "Monkey Island" series. It is
available on the App Store, for free. In December, an update added support for the Apple Pencil. MAMEOne of the best-known names in emulation, MAME is not going to be available on iOS anytime soon, at least as its own app. In a confirmation on Reddit, it is said that the team has been getting rejections "due to spam after multiple submissions,"
and that appeals have not worked so far. The best guess for the rejection is the "binary similarity" of arcade "drivers" used by the software. For example, if a game producer like Capcom submitted a game of theirs and used the MAME driver in their own iOS app, MAME's submission could be flagged for the same piece of software. This hasn't
deterred the team, who say "We're trying to figure out the best way forward." For the moment, ArcadeMania, mentioned earlier in this post, is the nearest analog, with it running MAME as its emulator core. UTM SEUTM SE differs from many other emulators in that it is a retro PC emulator. While others that can emulate some PC games are game or
engine-specific, UTM SE instead emulates the computer, and then the software is run on top of it. There is the ability to run pre-built "machines" for Windows XP, Mac OS 9.2.1, FreeDos, Debian 11, and ArchLinux. The emulator also supports both VGA and terminal-based modes, and can emulate x86, PPC, and RISC-V architectures. The emulator is
notable because it was previously rejected by Apple over its banning of Just In Time (JIT) compilation rules. Turing Software, behind UTM SE, implemented the QEMU TCTI emulator to work around the JIT restrictions, with it landing in the App Store on July 14, 2024. UTM SE is free to download from the App Store, requiring iOS 14 or later for
iPhone or iPad, or an Apple Vision Pro. VirtualFriendNintendo's Virtual Boy was an unusual headset-based game console, and one that is extremely rare to find due to being a commercial failure. However, there are communities of gamers who are enthused about the headset, which played games in red and black. VirtualFriend is a free emulator for
the iPhone, iPad, and the Apple Vision Pro. That last one is quite apt considering the Virtual Boy was a playable headset and the Apple Vision Pro lets you use it in full 3D. Users can explore the entire library of Virtual Boy titles and homebrew games, complete with 3D title screens. While the original was a red and black color scheme, users can
change to use different preset colors, or select their own. Not all emulatorsWhile the rule changes did open up the possibility of more emulators arriving in the App Store in the future, it doesn't allow every type to appear. One of the problem areas is Apple's prohibition of Just In Time (JIT) compilation on iPad and iOS. This is the compilation of code
while a program is running, rather than before the software is run in the first place. Apple considers this a security issue, despite using it for Safari itself and it being fine on Mac. Due to Apple's imposed limitation, some emulators cannot be submitted to the App Store for review, since they will fail automatically. For example, the DolphiniOS emulator
for emulating Nintendo Wii and Nintendo Gamecube games requires JIT, due to having to translate PowerPC code to run on Apple's ARM-based chips. That said, there have been some developments that could help creators of some emulators. StikDebug is an on-device debugger for iPhone, but the key thing about it was that it can help enable JIT
functionality in other apps. This could be considered a workaround to Apple's restrictions, however it is very limited. According to the description in the App Store, it is "designed specifically for self-installed apps." That means it should only be used with apps in Testflight or if they're sideloaded, rather than sourced from the App Store. This doesn't
mean that you can put an app on the App Store that can use StikDebug to enable JIT, but it's a hopeful change for some emulator developers. The existence of StikDebug in the App Store was considered a potential indicator that Apple is changing its mind about JIT compilation on its mobile devices. A view that could eventually result in Apple
permitting the once-blocked JIT-based emulators to finally exist on iPhone. However, the initial developer beta of iOS 26 has broken JIT tools like StikDebug. Since at the time of writing Apple's only on the first developer beta for iOS 26, there is a chance that it is only a temporary issue for developers, and could be repaired in a later beta release. At
the same time, this could also be Apple reaffirming that JIT is not allowed on its platform. However, without Apple providing an official declaration on the matter, no-one knows if the break is only temporary or a sign of things to come. With them, you can now play old classic games from early game consoles and arcades, but the legalities around doing so are a little complicated. Heres what you need to know about retro
game emulation on iPhone and iPad, including some of the top apps, how they work, and what to do about ROMSs. The processor in your iPhone (or laptop or home PC) is many times more powerful than the processors used in old classic arcade games or home consoles like the NES, SNES, Genesis, GameBoy, etc. That means todays devices are
capable of playing older games without breaking a sweatwhich is where game emulators come in. Game emulators have been around for a very long time on PCs, where enthusiasts have used the power of modern processors to made software versions of the processors and systems used in old game machines. Modern iPhones have been capable of
this for a long time, but Apple has forbidden them for years due to its App Store terms. Now, emulators are allowed, but they have to follow all applicable laws regarding copyright and game distribution. That means that the emulator you download is kind of like getting a virtual GameBoy or NES, without any games. ROM stands for read-only memory.
Old game cartridges, like old arcade games, stored all the actual game code and art in banks of ROM memory. (These days, whether game data is stored in ROM chips on a cartridge or CD, retro game enthusiasts have taken to calling all old games ROMs.) ROMs are basically packages of all the game data, without the game system. Its the equivalent
of dumping all the data from your old Super Mario Bros. or Metroid cartridge into a ZIP file. Without the game system to play them, theyre more or less useless. There are lots of sites out there where you can download ROMs, and some legal but many are not. A lot of ROM distribution lies somewhere in a grey area. The legality of downloading ROMs
is complicated. In most cases, it is a copyright violation to make available the data from a game, and usually to download it as well. So the site youre downloading Pokemon from is probably breaking the law, and you may be breaking the law to grab it as well. There are totally legal and free ROMs, though. Romhacking.net is a site where enthusiasts
hack together new custom ROMs for retro game systems, and release them for free. It has a list of free and legal ROMs. But these are new games, not the popular games you played 30 years ago. A common legal grey area is whether or not you can download the ROM of a game you already own. For example, if you own an old Legend of Zelda NES
cartridge, can you find a site that has a copy of it and download it? Legally, you would be well within your rights to take a special piece of hardware that reads all the data off the cartridge and makes a personal copy of it, not for distribution (a process called ROM dumping). Any site you download a ROM from, even if you own it, is probably breaking
copyright law by distributing it. But downloading the game you own is a bit of a legal grey area. Most enthusiasts acquire ROMs that fall off a truck, so to speak. It doesnt take a lot of searching to find ROMs to download, legal or not. Be careful: ROM packages and sites are a common vector for viruses and malware. One legal and safe way to get
ROMs legally is to buy retro game collections, most of which are actually emulators wrapped in a package with a set of ROMs. For example, the SEGA Mega Drive and Genesis Classics collection on Steam has about 50 of the best Sega classic games available for around a dollar each, or in a deeply discounted bundle. If you install them and look at the
game directory, youll see a directory called uncompressed ROMs that has all the games you bought. Theyre yours, legally purchased, so you can use them in any emulator you want. To use ROMs with game emulators on iPhone or iPad, youll have to either download them into the Files app on your iPhone or put them in a cloud storage location (like
iCloud Drive) that can be accessed by the app. The apps dont provide direct access to ROMs themselves, however, you have to load your own. Just after Apple changed the App Store guidelines to allow emulators, a few were quickly released and pulled. But since then, several more projects have landed and they provide a good experience. More are

It wasnt allowed in the App Store, so they built their own project called AltStore to distribute it via sideloading. Popularity has obviously surged since appearing in the App Store. It supports fast-forward speeds, save states, cloud sync of save states to other
devices, and even downloads box artwork for the games you load. In addition to virtual on-screen controllers it supports all kinds of physical controllers, including Xbox and PlayStation controllers, MFi controllers, Nintendo Switch joycons and Pro controllers, and even Bluetooth or wired keyboards. You can even AirPlay your games to your TV! Just
start screen mirroring in Control Center and the game will be on the TV while the virtual controller will be on your iPhone. If you want to emulate Nintendo games, Delta is the place to start. A dedicated iPad version is on the way too. Its just a matter of making all the system and controller skins and squashing a few more bugs. The interface and
controller skins could use a little work, but RetroArch is a very capable emulator. In fact, its a front-end for a lot of open source emulator projects (called cores), and includes too many to mention here. RetroArchs interface is a little rough but it supports lots of systems and has an Apple TV app.RetroArch RetroArch includes cores to play games from
too many systems to list them all here. Theres support for old Atari and Intellivision systems, Commodore 64 and Amiga, PC Engine, Neo Geo, lots of Nintendo systems, multiple Sega systems, and even PlayStation and PlayStation Portable. There are sometimes multiple different cores for an individual system, and loading up your ROMs isnt as
seamless as it could be, but RetroArch will play a lot more than most other emulators in the App Store. Oh, and theres even a native Apple TV version! The core for this one is included in RetroArch, but if you want to just play PlayStation Portable (PSP) games you might have a better experience with the PPSSPP app. It has a built-in Homebrew store
where you can download and play homemade PSP games, and the PPSSPP site has some help with how to dump PSP games on your own or prepare dumps by turning them into .ISO or .CSO files. PPSSPP has a HomeBrew Store to play homemade games, and an easier interface than RetroArch.PPSSPP Provenance is not yet on the App Store, but it
has been available for some time on AltStore. Like RetroArch, its a front end for multiple emulation cores.
